DIRECTIONS
By Road:  Trinity Avenue is just north of the Town Centre of Northampton on the A508 to Market Harborough. If coming from the South or East (Wellingborough), follow signs to Town Centre and then signs for the A508 Market Harborough. Turn right at traffic lights into St. Georges Avenue.

If coming from Kettering, follow the A43 towards Town Centre and turn right at the White Elephant pub and then left at the next traffic lights into St. Georges Avenue.

If coming from the West, follow the A45/A4500 into Northampton and then follow the A508 to Market Harborough. Turn right at traffic lights into St. Georges Avenue.

There is parking available on-site.

TOURNAMENT DETAILS









Please arrive at 9.00 a.m. prompt - the 1st round will start at 9:30 a.m.
· Standard Rapid Play rules will apply.
· This tournament will be Swiss format of six rounds, meaning that all players will compete in every round and play someone on (or about) the same score.

· Each player will be allowed 30 minutes for all moves.
· Chess clocks will be used in all sections. Instruction being given where necessary.
TROPHIES

Trophies and medals will be awarded to winners, runners-up, best game, and best girl in each section.  Special Congress  Trophies & Medals will be awarded to other players, according to results. All players will receive Certificates.

Northamptonshire Junior Championship Trophies will be awarded to the highest scoring player in each of the sections who attends a school in Northamptonshire. A tie-break convention will be used in the event of a tie.

The Under 11 & Under 9 School’s Team Tournament will be decided by the best 4 scores of players from any one School.

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Congress Committee reserves the right to refuse entry to the competition without explanation. Any entry refused will be notified accordingly.
Players arriving more than 15 minutes after the start of any round may be defaulted.  New pairings may be made for any player whose opponent has not arrived or for a player having a bye.
The best Northamptonshire players may qualify for the Northants County Junior Chess Teams.
In all matters, the decision of the Congress Committee is final.
